Week23 –Spiritual Healing Pt1 (Rosemarie Phillips)

Introduction

-
Biblically, we give out of what we have been given

-
Church is for healing. If you have a need, go to church

-
God is constantly revealing truths. If something hits you, ask God what he wants to say.

The healing ministry of Jesus 

When we look at Healing, ‘What did Jesus do’ we can learn about spiritual healing by looking at the ministry of Jesus in the bible. 

Mark 2 1-14 (Jesus heals the paralytic).

Summarize in one sentence what has happened


Jesus heals the man, Feels in his spirit what is happening in the people around him, forgives sins, proves that the son of man has the authority to forgive sins on earth.

What did the Friends of the ill man do?

-
The paralytic needed his friends to help him to get to where he should be.

-
The friends believed Jesus would help. They recognized their own limitations. They believed Jesus was the only one who could change his situation when you take someone into the presence of Jesus, he will do something. 

-
It was impossible for the man to get to Jesus on his own. His friends physically needed to do something for him and also required focus and commitment. They probably weren’t too popular with the other people around. Are we limited by what people think of us or are we limiting God. In what we want to do.
-
The foundation of all ministries is to take people to the feet of Jesus. Healing will then come when they are in his presence. You don’t even need to ask. An example was given of a woman at church in worship who was healed without asking for it.

-
Once in his presence, don’t tell Jesus, or the counselee what to do. Unless Jesus tells them what to do it won’t work. Ask Jesus to tell them what to do. Example given of a guy who in counseling asked if it was wrong to sleep with his girlfriend. If you tell them its wring, they will feel guilt ar9ound you. Give them scripture to ask God. In the example the counselee found out he could do what he wanted, but God had a better way.

-
Do you really believe that Jesus can heal this person? 

-
Can you take the focus of the facts and focus on God? 

-
We need to spend time with Jesus. You cannot take someone, where we ourselves aren’t willing to go. We need to get to a point in our spiritual life where we can just step into his presence.

What were the teachers doing?

-
They had no problem with Jesus teaching the word, but with the interpretation of the truth. In fact they were so mixed up in the interpretation of the word that they actually missed seeing Jesus apply the truth. Is this us? The longest 12 inches is often between the head and the heart.

-
They didn’t have a problem with the man needing his sins to be forgiven, only with Jesus doing the forgiving. Do we have a problem with this?

The paralytic

-
He had a need. He was willing to change but couldn’t. Wanted to walk.  Does the person wanting help want to change, to be cured. Or, is it more comfortable to be carried around. Is this their identity, the victim identity? Ask the Lord to make us willing to change, willing to live with the consequences of healing.

-
He had friends. He may not have trusted Jesus, but he trusted his friend’s

-
We don’t know the nature of his sin, but his sin paralyzed him. In the presence of Jesus the root of his illness (sin) was exposed. It was not discussed but cured. 

-
In the presence of Jesus, healing was received and he was given 3 specific instructions. He obeyed. Didn’t limit God when told to walk by saying my limbs wont take it? Are we willing to Obey? Interesting in that the leper he healed, did not obey. Was told not to tell anyone but he did.

(Interesting, not saying to throw away medication. Last week on mental illness

Questioned on what could and couldn’t be done. Issue of faith here?)

Jesus

-
Did not refer to this as miracles but his works. This is his work, and this is how we should live. With out work or ministry.

-
Faith, in healing, it is not a question of how much faith we have in out faith but how much faith we have in God. It is not about having enough faith.

-
Jesus responds to the man, calls him son and knows his needs. In the Gospels, Jesus never heals 2 people in the same way. He responds to the person. There isn’t a standard fix; it’s for the individual.

How did Jesus handle his ministry

Luke 316. He began at 30, after being baptized with the Holy Spirit. Prophesized by Isaiah in 11, 42 and 61. The Holy Spirit gave the messiah his power. In Luke 4 he was led and empowered by the Spirit. In acts 1 God also tells the Disciples (commands them) to await the Holy Spirit.

Praying in the Spirit

What are the conditions for receiving the Holy Spirit?

-
Jesus was baptized by John (humbled)

-
Both Jesus and disciples were praying.

-
Comes more in holiness than happiness.  What areas of my life are there that needs working on?

-
When openly seeking the Lord you will find him

-
Holy Spirit released in people who work in unity.

-
Holy spirit released in people who seek him

-
Holy Spirit released in him who waits expectantly.

-
There is a transformation by the Spirit, emotionally, spiritually, and powerfully.

-
With gifts. Church focused on what gifts are, and whom they are for. Actually they are for God. 

-
Also released in those who know what their calling is in the power of God (hang up their own identity). Do we know what are calling is? Have we asked?

Praying in the Spirit

-
Talk on the use of the gift of Tongues and how to practice it. You are still in control. Jackie Pullinger didn’t want the gift at first because of fear of loss of control. Then changed when decided that instead of deciding what she was doing for God said to God do you will through me.

-
John 16,17 tells about praying in the spirit.

-
If we don’t know how to pray, the spirit will intercede for us. Ask the spirit to take us into the presence of Jesus.

-
Very good to use when we run out of words, to use a [prayer language.

-
If praying for an abused person, always pray from the front, never behind.

-
Prayer in the spirit cuts through from Darkness into light.

-
When praying encourage and bless. If the Lord gives us something, ask him if we should tell them
