The healing ministry of Jesus 

When we look at Healing, ‘What did Jesus do’ we can learn about spiritual healing by looking at the ministry of Jesus in the bible. 

Mark 5 21 (Jesus heals the Sick woman).

Summarize first impressions

-
The Disciples disbelief

-
It was not Jesus intention to heal her

-
She had to do something, her faith alone was not enough

-
Her faith in something happening stronger than the disciples

About the woman

-
Think of the woman, unclean, rejected even by family for 12 years. Therefore think, loneliness, isolated. If we don’t understand an illness, it’s even worse. In fact people can discredit the problem if we don’t know the answer. 

-
Also because of above in terrible financial difficulty

-
Like so many we know she was desperate. 

How can we help?

-
Matthew 10,1, the disciples were told they would be going out to heal every disease and sickness. 

-
Matthew 7,8 Ask and you will receive. As you freely receive you should freely give. We need to receive so that we can give.

-
Need to take people back to the presence of Jesus, to the one who created them so that they may be healed.

How was the woman healed?

It started with a thought


What do you communicate to people about Jesus? 

 
Someone who lived 2000 years ago. Someone I talk to with my friends on a Sunday. People now see the film the passion but only see the historical side. But they don’t know why he died.  He was punished, but punished for what?

`
We need to communicate who Jesus is; so that we can communicate that he can fix it.

Woman put herself into the presence of Jesus

Once she touched him, healing began immediately. Physical healing was instant, the rest will follow. Reach out to him.

It changed her life. 


It was the only time that daughter is used in the New Testament.

Wounds

-
An Open wound, keeps us away from people. This is the same today. Emotional wounds are the same. 

-
As a wound is disabling   in what we do so emotional wounds are disabling in our relationships.

Inner healing.

-
Inner healing is much more than curing. It makes us free from the effects of the past. 

-
Our memories can strengthen or cripple us. A small chain in India can hold a large elephant. Why? It can break it easily. It is because of the chains from when it was young. It is the memory of the chain that binds the elephant, not the chain itself.

-
Listen to the Holy Spirit, what layer are they telling us to take off.

-
Judith McNutt. It is important that you care, but you need to take people into the presence of Jesus so that they know that he cares.

-
Jesus is not bound by Time. Allow him into your past so that he can cure the past in the present.

-
We are like the mango tree. When lighting breaks off a branch, the rest of the tree stops growing until that branch catches up.

-
Love of Jesus is Healing. Don’t ever pray for someone until you know Gods love for that person. If they put your back up or you are judgmental, then get into the position of where you understand god’s love for them first. ‘Lord let me see this person in your eyes’.

-
When God brings people healing. Might be a word, might be al line of scripture. Personal experience of this is the single word, I care. Some people may just get a peace.

-
Healing prayer doesn’t guide, you don’t say ‘can you see this or that’. Just take them into the presence of the one who heals.

-
A lot of people have resentment towards God, so can be hard sitting down and praying a lot. For inner healing, ask the counsel, who in the trinity do you relate to most.(This is an outshowing of who they trust the most).  It tells you whom to invite into the situation.

-
Interestingly, if people are physically cured, they talk more about the emotional healing they received as a result of it.

-
Proverbs 4 20-22. ‘The word of God brings Healing’

-
Pray positively, not negatively.

-
Jesus didn’t go looking for spirits. Don’t go looking for the demonic, focus on Jesus. Note that deliverance always needs inner healing, but inner healing doesn’t always need deliverance. According to McNutt's experience, 90% of deliverance comes from childhood drama, and 10% from the occult. Remember that from Acts recognize under whose authority we are.

-
John 5,29. Always know hat pleases him. Do not command healing. If the root is unforgiveness, then commanding healing will not get them it, and people will become angry and this just increases the pain.
